Mission Musica 2025

This year we celebrated the release of En el Nombre de Jesus (In The Name of
Jesus), an album with eight unreleased songs, including "Cantaré de tu amor" (|
Will Sing of Your Love), "Unico" (with Fernandinho), and "En Su Casa Celebrar"
(Celebrate in His House). We also released three singles that touched the heart of
the church: "Cristo es Suficiente" (Christ is Enough) with Pastor Marco Barrientos,
"Creo en Ti" (I Believe in You) with Lowsan Melgar, and a cover to "Gloria a Cristo"
(Glory to Christ).

During this year, the band had the opportunity to spread the message on tour in
Colombia (Medellin), Honduras, the Dominican Republic, Guatemala, and Mexico.
This year we will release three pop singles, with special collaborations from Musiko
and Alexxander, showcasing a fresh and different side of us. Now we are preparing
for a new live album, which we recorded in October, which promises to be a great
blessing for the church.
